Whooping cough case at St Paul’s College

We have had a confirmed case of Whooping cough (Pertussis) at St Paul’s College.  Whooping cough can be a serious illness in babies and young children.  In teenagers, it causes coughing with spasms of finding it hard to stop coughing, which sometimes leads to vomiting, often with a gasp or “whoop” at the end.  Patients may have a cough for more than 4 weeks, and it may be worse at night, and lead to a choking feeling.  A scratchy throat and sweating attacks may also occur.

Most students have had a Whooping cough booster as part of their 11 year old immunisation, and will be protected from Whooping cough.  If your son or any younger children in your household are not up to date with their immunisations, I recommend you see your family doctor to get this done.

If you think your son may have Whooping cough, please take him to your family doctor as soon as possible.
