Dear Parents, Caregivers / Guardians,

Congratulations to all who have contributed to an excellent term.

Eligibility for financial Assistance

To be eligible for financial assistance the applicant (normally the parent or guardian of the candidate) must be the fee payer and meet at least one of the following criteria:

· Be receiving a Work & Income or Study Link benefit (benefit-based applications).  
· Have a joint family income that would entitle the applicant to receive a Community Services Card (income-based applicants).

· Have more than one child undertaking these qualifications in the same year, irrespective of income (multiple candidate applications)

International fee-paying students are not eligible for financial assistance.
Candidates will pay $75.00 except if they enter for more than three Scholarship subjects or are international students.

HEALTH CENTRE MESSAGE
Skin Sores

Currently we have a lot of students who have skin sores at school.  The nurse is working with students and families to manage this.  Skin sores can be serious and if not treated promptly can lead to scarring, slow healing, pain and sometimes blood poisoning and kidney damage.
Please clean and cover any cuts and grazes with a plaster to help prevent infection.  Often sores start by scratching insect bites. Using insect repellent and keeping fingernails clean and short helps prevent this. If your son has any sores that do not heal within a few days or that are infected please take them to the doctor or ask them to see the school nurse, she will advise you if your son needs to go to the doctor, or assist you to get treatment if this is difficult for you.
You may be asked to keep your son off school until they have had treatment and are no longer infectious.  With proper treatment skin sores usually heal quickly, so getting treatment early is strongly advised.
